Bobby
passed away in August of 2017. Lynn and Bobby had two children (Brad and Kiristi
and they are here today with their spouses — Sara and James) and she has 5 grand-
children (Jeb, Caleb, Sadie, Evie and Finn). Lynn is a member of Red Bud Baptist
Church where she teaches Sunday School, plays the piano and is a leader for that
church.

When Lynn was 12 years old she went to Missions Week at Ridgecrest and after
hearing all the missionaries she decided that she wanted to be a Missionary. Since
she was 18 years old, and began working for Baptists on Missions, she has min-
istered to thousands of people including our board, staff, mission volunteers, her
family, her church and others. And she has done this for 50 years!

Wow!, 50 years...At 48 weeks per year times 5 days per week= 240 work days per
year times 50 years= 12,000 days

12,000 days times 8 hours per day= 96,000 hours

| asked Lynn how many phone calls on average she answers per day (recently there
were 62 phone calls in one day), but if we say on average 25 per day- that’s 300,000
phone calls!

300,000 touch points with people who are interested in helping with missions. When
you add in 25-30 e-mails every day you have thousands and thousands of oppor-
tunities to make a difference in people’s lives. How many of those phone calls or
e-mails resulted in people going on a life changing mission trip or resulted in some-
one coming to know Christ during a Mission trip? Or resulted in a career change or a
call to ministry? How do you thank somebody for that?

Meeting Physical and Spiritual Needs

Ecclesiastes 3:1-15 tells us, “There is an appointed time for everything. And there is a time for every event
under heaven. A time to give birth, and a time to die; a time to plant, and a time to uproot what is planted;
a time to kill, and a time to heal; a time to tear down, and a time to build up; a time to weep, and a time
to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to dance; a time to throw stones, and a time to gather stones; a time
to embrace, and a time to shun embracing; a time to search, and a time to give up as lost; a time to keep,
and a time to throw away; a time to tear apart, and a time to sew together; a time to be silent, and a time
to speak; a time to love, and a time to hate; a time for war, and a time for peace. What profit is there to the
- worker from that in which he toils? I have seen the task God has given the sons
Bof men with which to occupy themselves. He has made everything appropriate
lin its time. He has also set eternity in their heart, yet so that man will not find
out work which God has done from the beginning even to the end.”

This passage of scripture speaks to God’s authority over heaven and earth,

but especially time. Humans have mastered many things in this world, but so
much of it remains out of our control. Try as we might, we cannot control time
nor fully understand God’s plans.

After almost two years, I am happy to report that the land title for the demon-
stration farm in Toga has finally been obtained, and work is underway to
identify a farm manager/overseer. Although the official title to the property
could not be located, a government official agreed to step in and help secure

a title through a hearing and court process. Thanks be to God.
Please continue to pray for the Togo Partnership, specifically that
i#a farm manager will emerge who can look after daily operations
at the farm and for patience as we continue waiting for the season
for God’s plan to be revealed and implemented.

Doug Prevette led a team to Guatemala in October 2021. It is
always rewarding when one puts their faith into action. While
this wasn't an agriculture-specific trip, team members had plenty
of opportunities to put their faith and talents to work for God’s
glory. Team members had the chance to make more adobe blocks
for construction projects, help on construction projects, and prac-
tice chainsaw and pruning skills to help maintain the campus
ground. Additionally, on the final night of the trip, they hosted a
party for the Good Shepherd Children’s Home children, where they enjoyed tacos for dinner and played
board games. The evening closed with singing Christmas carols in Spanish and English and a visit from
Santa Claus.

Living an “On-Mission” life

Those involved in the Aviation Ministry are sometimes asked what the
ministry is all about. The ministry was started by a group of pilots who
believed that whenever God gives us a Gift, Talent, Skill, or a passion for
something, He intends that we use it for His Glory. Therefore, when we
live an “On Mission” lifestyle, everything we do is an outpouring of His
work in our lives. To me, living an “On-Mission” life means that “Meet-
ing Needs and Sharing Christ” becomes a natural part of all of our daily
activities. We do not need to go on a Mission Trip or become involved in
a Mission Project.

Over the years, involvement in this ministry gives me the opportunity to|
fly pastors and participants in other ministries that had a need to be in
other parts of the State and back quickly; I've flown Disaster Relief vol-
unteers; and we’ve flown many young people, especially RA’s and GA’s,
in a program called Young Eagles. This program introduces them to
aviation, and we try and take them up to say a prayer over their church.
We recently flew a group of RA’s from Trinity Baptist Church pictured
on this page.

The principal activity of our ministry is participating in Angel Flight.
This organization provides transportation to those needing special med-
ical treatment in distant locations. I recently had the privilege of flying
three-year-old Ayphia Jules and her Mother to Philadelphia on a leg of a flight that originated in
Atlanta. Ayphia has congenital hyperinsulinism/hypoglycemia, feeding difficulty, GERD, and a
history of GI Bleeding. She has been in and out of hospitals most of her entire young life.

The missions flown by Angel Flight pilots include routine treatment flights and other medical-re-
lated flights referred to Angel Flight by health care providers or those seeking the treatments them-
selves. The philosophy of Angel Flight is that the cost of travel should never stand in the way of
people receiving medical care. By volunteering with Angel Flight, we can remove a major obstacle
for patients in medical need by providing free air transportation to the treatment they need.

Most Angel Flight missions are flown in single-engine, four-seat aircraft. The majority are within
a 300-400 mile radius of the pilot’s home base airport. An instrument rating is necessary because
most flights must be flown under Instrument Flight Rules.

Angel Flight is not an air ambulance service or an emergency medical service. They require that
patients be ambulatory, medically stable, and able to get in and out of the aircraft with little or no
assistance. A friend or family member is always welcome to fly along for additional support.

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Baptist Builders/Tropical Storm Fred
Hope Rose from the Debris

Haywood County experienced catastrophic flooding in the wake of Tropical Storm Fred on August 17, 2021. In the blink of an eye, life changed as storm debris broke through a series of bridges
and the resulting avalanche of water destroyed everything in its path.

No one could remember the water rising more than a few feet in the little holler where Earnest lived, but the wall of water after Tropical Storm Fred didn’t stop. He hurried his wife into the truck
and headed for higher ground as the water chased after him. Donella and her two daughters had only minutes to get out of their house once the water started rising. Bobbie Jean was in the base-
ment when she heard a loud crash and started climbing the stairs when water began pouring down. She made it to the front porch, and the fire department had to rescue her by boat.

Hope rose from the debris as local churches answered the call to help their neighbors and volunteers in yellow shirts arrived to clear out debris. They tirelessly removed soggy floors, mold-in-
fested sheetrock, insulation, and furniture. Volunteers completed 111 recovery jobs and had 350 chaplaincy contacts.

Now it is time to help repair and rebuild as many homes as possible. You can help! Volunteer teams have already completed work in 19 homes, with a total of 53 homeowners requesting assis-
tance.

Using funding provided by the United Way of Haywood County, Mountain Projects, and Haywood County, we work to make homes safe, sanitary, and functional through the Emergency Rapid
Repair Program (ERR). In 2022 we anticipate building several new homes from the ground up using funds from the same organizations. We need volunteers of all skill levels, but volunteers
who can do plumbing, electrical, and HVAC installations are particularly critical

I know that everyone is tired of COVID...so am I.

In 2020, we canceled our first Recovery Training due to snow. Then Covid hit and we finally had to cancel all
the remaining trainings due to the Covid restrictions.

The 2021 year began much the same way, except we learned we could do virtual trainings, but they were not
the same (in my opinion). It was a challenge to always keep my glass half-full and not half-empty through all
this. So, when Tom Beam called and asked if we could go to Kentucky this past spring, it was a blessing. How-
ever, we sure did not know everything we were to encounter in Oneida, KY.

The short story is that Kentucky had asked another team to help with the flooding, and they had already
planned to help. However, some on the team came down with Covid and could not go. Then North Carolina
was asked to take their place. God’s timing is always right!

So, off we go to Kentucky. We were told we would stay at a school, so naturally, I thought it was a public school
building. But, we found out we were staying at a private Christian school called Oneida Baptist Institute (OBI)
when we got there.

We met the president and his wife (the principal) at the school. They are some of the greatest people we have
ever met. They gave us one building to set up in and gave us the gym if needed. Other NC Baptist ministries
to respond with Recovery: Sid Pitman led our teams as the Incident Command. Ruth Lewter handled Admin,
Monty and Beth Rogers, and Linda Pitman handled Assessment.

The school was started in 1900, and the tuition for local students was one dollar. The tuition for local students
today is zero “free.” The school boards students from several countries. OBI operates primarily on donations.
Oneida is very rural with no internet or cell service. Sometimes God shows us we can function without all the
technology we are accustomed to. So, even in a pandemic, God showed us that He is still in control. Check out
the Oneida Baptist Institute website (www.oneidaschool.org).

In Matthew 28, verses 19 & 20, Jesus said, “Go ye therefore and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Ghost. Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have
commanded you and, lo, I am with you always even unto the end of the world.” KJV

Now, as we begin 2022, we look back on other opportunities we had to serve in 2021 (Haywood County, Au-
gust; New Orleans, September; and back to Kentucky; December).

Blessings and Challenges

The past few months have had many of the usual challenges in Disaster Relief. However, there have also been some new challenges.
During 2020 we had a hybrid type of training. All of our new trainees participated in a virtual overview of disaster relief. Some of our
ministries continued the virtual idea. They had all their ministry-specific training virtually, while the other ministries met on Saturday
to have hands-on training. This concept worked really well until the gas shortage in May forced us to have Region 10 training 100
percent virtual. Thankfully our instructors we able to adapt to this new format very quickly and everyone got trained. Thanks to all of
those who participated in the trainings. We could not have been successful without many of our volunteers serving as instructors.

We look forward to working with the newly trained volunteers in the future.

We will continue to offer online training to those deployed with Baptist on Mission Disaster Relief in the past three years. If your
badge expires in 2022 and you have deployed in the past three years, please visit our website to renew your badge. All required is a
background check and participating in a virtual class or watching a video. In 2021 we had 177 volunteers use this method to renew
their training.

Plans are already being made for 2022 training. Training will take place in regions 2, 4, 6, 8 and 10. The current plan is for everyone to
watch the overview of disaster relief virtually. Then, on Saturday of each training weekend, everyone will come to the church for the
hands-on portion of their ministry training. Our experience during 2020 and 2021 has shown us that the virtual training is effective
and puts less stress on the local churches hosting our trainings.

Now that I have said all that, be FLEXIBLE as 'm sure more challenges will present themselves in the future.

Our disaster relief volunteers have been busy doing ministry even during the COVID-19 pandemic. Many of our volunteers have
helped deliver food boxes. Additionally, we have responded with shower and laundry units to homeless shelters affected by COVID-19.
Other volunteers have helped with COVID-19 vaccine sites in Greenville, Greensboro and Burlington. During the fall of 2021, we
responded to Hurricane Ida in Louisiana with a laundry unit, a shower unit, a water tanker, feeding teams, and support teams. This
included administration, chaplains, logistics, medical reserve, safety and many drivers. In North Carolina, we responded to tropical
storm Fred in Haywood County with feeding teams, shower and laundry, a water tanker, and support teams. Several of our childcare
volunteers served at the Southern Baptist Convention in Nashville, TN in June of 2021.

When we have not been deployed, several of our volunteers have been busy building a new shower unit at our warehouse in High Point.
Additionally, we keep our equipment and supplies ready to respond should we be needed.

Weeds in the Garden of Life

As the new state coordinators for the Family Foundations ministry, allow us to introduce our-
selves. We are Mike and Hope Edwards, and we live in eastern NC, where we own and operate a farm
and attempt to keep up with our two sons, ages 14 & 11.

God has given us an overwhelming desire to encourage married couples and strengthen fami-
lies on their journey by pointing them to the Bible and God’s faithfulness. The Lord has graciously used
our past experiences and life events to plant in us a mission to see couples and families turn to God
in every aspect of their lives. Mike and I have seen the ruins left by crumbled marriages and broken
families all around us. The difficult toll of dealing with a pandemic has certainly contributed to much of
the daily stress married couples experience over the last year. Still, the pandemic is not the cause of the
alarming rise in the divorce rate worldwide. It has merely magnified problems and issues that already
existed. So what is the cause of the increase in marital strife? The problem is sin — your sin — my sin —
everyone’s sin.

Ever try to grow a garden or flower bed? If you've ever grown anything in soil, then at some
point, you've had to deal with pesky weeds. The actual definition of a weed by Merriam-Webster is “a
plant that is not valued where it is growing and is usually of vigorous growth, especially one that tends
to overgrow or choke out more desirable plants.” So why am I talking about weeds in an article about
marriage and family? Well, think of your marriage or your relationship with your children as a garden
where you desire to grow beautiful, lovely things. But among the beautiful appears the ugly, unvalued,
yet vigorous growth of weeds. These weeds show up in the form of bitterness, resentment, anger, dis-
contentment, and selfishness toward those we love the most. These sin weeds can cause major discord
in our marriages and homes if not properly dealt with through consistent repentance and prayer. They
may even begin to rule our thoughts and motivate our actions toward our spouse and children. When
we have expectations of our spouse and children that go unmet, the result can be problematic. Before
you know it, a weed of bitterness can show up. When our spouse says something that may seem hurtful
and we say nothing, often produced is a weed of unforgiveness or anger. The truth is that unresolved
heart issues can lead to sin that affects every relationship we have.

So what are we to do about this problem? The psalmist, David, was called a man after God’s
own heart, yet he had a serious problem with weeds in his garden of life - his sin almost destroyed him!
We read at the end of Psalm 139, where David humbled himself and acknowledged the sovereignty of
God when he said, “Search me, God, and know my heart. See if there is any wicked way in me, and lead
me in the way everlasting.” When was the last time you prayed a prayer like David’s? Take time to com-
mune with God and ask Him to reveal the weeds of sin in your garden. Then ask Him to forgive you
and uproot those annoying weeds that can hinder the growth of your marriage. Just wait and see what a
spectacular garden the Lord will grow in you!

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Armenia:
Hope for the Future

Armenia, surrounded by Muslim countries, sits at the intersection of
Europe, Asia, and the Middle East. Mount Ararat rises in the distance to
constantly remind us of God’s promises. World War I, genocide, and 70
years of Soviet rule virtually wiped out the church, leaving only two Baptist
churches with one building in Armenia in 1991. There are now 150 churches
with 100 pastors and several new church planters are sent out every year.

Everything changed after Azerbaijan invaded the Nagorno-Karabakh
Region of Armenia on September 27, 2020, causing over 4000 deaths

and tens of thousands to flee the region. With regular skirmishes and
confrontations, the two countries have disputed the Nagorno-Karabakh
territory for more than 30 years. However, since a peace treaty ended the
war on November 10, 2020, Armenian Baptists are seeing open doors for the
gospel and a tremendous opportunity to plant new churches all across the
country.

A team in May 2021, the first to travel to Armenia after the war, saw how
our partnership offers Armenian and North Carolina Baptists hope for the
future. God used pastors’ and women’s conferences to encourage leaders,
VBS to reach children, eyeglass distributions to engage with communities,
worship to join hearts in celebration, and a seminary class to equip future
leaders. Through sports, teaching, medical clinics, VBS, or construction,
your teams can assist Armenian Baptists as they pursue God’s mission.

We have been there for pastors and other church leaders since helping
build a seminary in 2001. We will be by their side to assist in reaching new
communities and training new leaders.

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INTERNATIONAL - CUBA
Cuba Again Opened to Teams

Are you ready to travel to or back to Cuba? Baptists on Mission is gearing up to send teams to Cuba beginning in
May 2022. Religious visas will start being processed in January 2022. Teams have a 105-day visa process, so May is the
earliest we can send teams. The work will be in Santa Clara doing construction on buildings that will house, feed and
educate students at the seminary. In addition, teams will be doing cement and blockwork. At least one person on the
team needs to have some construction experience; however, Cuban workers will assist each team with their efforts.

Teams will fly into Havana and travel by vehicle to Santa Clara (about a 3 ¥ hour trip). Teams will be housed and fed
at My Camp in Santa Clara, which is also the seminary site. Trips are usually Friday to Friday.

Fixed per person cost is in the range of $700, which includes transportation, food and lodging in Cuba; Insurance
which includes cancellation; Religious Visa; and T-shirt. Flights usually cost around $800. Therefore, the approximate
cost would be in the range of $1,500 per person. There is also a team cost of $3,000 for construction materials. Baptists
on Mission will add $2,000 to that amount giving each team $5,000 to purchase materials. We will buy materials

for the week the team works with this amount. In addition, provide some salary for the Cuban workers who assist

the team, have enough materials, and pay for another 3 weeks after the team leaves for home. All costs seen above

are approximate until flights have been purchased, at which time we will give each team their final individual costs.
Baptists on Mission does all the logistical planning for you to make it easier on each team leader.

Suppose flights to Cuba increase to additional airports other than Havana. In that case, we will fly into Santa Clara and
also be able to offer for teams to travel to other places in Cuba where we have partnerships.

Team to Guatemala on April 17, 2021. Karla Hackworth and a team from Robinhood Road Baptist and others in the Win-
ston-Salem area were first. The team worked on producing adobe block, which was used throughout the year to construct
the Mae Chosen Family Home, a residential home for older children from the Good Shepherd Children’s Home. Adobe
work is not easy, and their efforts were greatly appreciated! Right after them came a team from North Carolina and Florida,
made up primarily of IICD Board Members and their spouses. This team put up the wood supports for the roof, among
many other tasks. The sun was hot and the task sometimes hard, but this team worked together to get the Mae House that
much closer to completion. On May 15, Tobin Wagner and a group from Northside Baptist in Cape Carteret made their
first trip to Guatemala. Tobin had worked with Baptist on Mission for over two years, trying to make this happen. Unfortu-
nately, COVID-19 slowed the process, causing the postponement of their trip not once but twice. Finally, the team arrived
and had a wonderful week working on the Mae House. In all, ten teams served in Guatemala in 2021. Along the way, Bap-
tist on Mission worked with each team to make sure they understood the risks and followed safety and travel procedures to
enjoy a safe and productive week. God did incredible things through these teams!

Missionary Vicki Grossmann summed up what it meant to finally have teams back in country. “We can honestly tell you
that the teams who come to Good Shepherd Ministries and we have the most wonderful times. We enjoy each other as we
work together for the Lord, share His goodness, and form eternal friendships. Along the way, there is laughter. Thank you
for the blessing of your presence!”

Baptists on Mission (BOM) is blessed to be a part of the Good Shepherd Ministries in Guatemala, where we partner

with the International Indigenous Community Development (IICD) and the Baptist Children’s Home of North Carolina
(BCHNC). A full slate of teams is anticipated and needed for 2022. Tasks will include multiple teams to finish construction
on the Mae House, a family home for older children and youth. We also need two medical teams and couples to serve as
Children’s Home Assistants throughout the year who will stay at the children’s home for 1-2 months. Please see our Guate-
mala Partnership website for a more detailed description of what each of these tasks entails. Pray about being a part of this
meaningful ministry!

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Experience God at Work in
KENYA

Teams who serve with Baptists on Mission (BOM) through the Houses of Hope ministry in Kenya return knowing that
they have truly “experienced God at work in Africa.” Just getting to the ministry site is a bit of an adventure. A lengthy
plane ride lands our teams in the capital of Nairobi. After a night’s rest, a day’s van ride brings them to the small town of
Ahero, near Lake Victoria. But if you've never been to Africa, don’t close your eyes during the ride. You will begin to pick
up on the African rhythms of life through the window as the miles roll-off.

Once teams arrive in Ahero and settle into the guesthouse, they get used to new sights, new sounds, and, yes, new smells.
A morning stroll (together in groups, please) through the Ahero open-air market will excite all senses. Naturally, you will
not find many “tourist” souvenirs here. Still, you will see most things East Africans find essential for daily existence. For
example, fresh fruit and vegetables, machetes and basic tools, shoes made from old tires, locally made charcoal stoves,
woven baskets, and small lanterns fashioned from tin cans, just to name a few.

Each day the team travels into a village to build a house for a widow or family in need. The road to the house site might
begin on a paved road but usually ends on a dirt road. It may then turn into a cattle trail and finally end up in the middle
of a clearing or among a thicket of thorn bushes. As a small group of Kenyan “fundis” (experts) assists, the house-building
itself is a task that all volunteers can participate in. The team helps build the house and engage in ministry with the many
children who see what is going on. An acted-out Bible story, singing songs, some fun games, and a simple craft do the trick.

Team members also have the opportunity to go house to house through the village and a translator to share the gospel and
testify why they are there. Team members find it a privilege to be invited into the simple homes of these humble people.
We would call them “huts.” Most consist of mud walls, dirt floors, wooden windows and doors (if any), and bare-bones
furniture. It takes a while for one’s eyes to adjust to the dark upon entering. The smell of smoke will likely be strong at first
since most families utilize open fires to cook inside, right in their living area. Some roofs may be tin, but many are made of
grass. Despite this, it does not take long to understand that these people are content with what they have and are gracious
hosts. They are glad to hear what a volunteer has to share.

The day at the work site ends in celebration. The simple house is usually finished, or close to it, by the end of the afternoon.
The whole village is invited to come together for a house dedication that includes singing, prayer, an evangelistic message,
and a blessing. Hand clapping, swaying, and loud singing are all on the agenda. It is a joyous time and a good way to end
the day. Team members leave, knowing that the local pastor, who served as a translator for the team and fellow laborer
throughout the day, will come back to the house for twelve weeks to lead a Bible Study. This will deepen the villagers’
understanding of who Jesus is, what he has done for them, and how to follow Him more closely.

A trip to Kenya and participation in the Houses of Hope ministry can be arranged almost any time during the year.
Teams can be as small as 5-6 volunteers or as large as 14-16. Simply call the Baptists on Mission office with an 11-day travel
timeframe. Trips begin on a Tuesday and conclude on the following Friday. The trip cost includes: approximately $950 for
ground costs and a one-night stay in one of Kenyan’s world-famous game parks, plus the cost of airfare, which runs from
$1200 - 1800, depending on the time of year. Come find an authentic African experience while assisting a family in need
and providing Bible Study and a potential new church start in Kenya!

When Jesus asked how they would feed thousands of hungry people, a young
boy surrendered his lunch into the hands of the Master. It didn’t seem like
much, because it wasn't, just five loaves and two small fish! However, Jesus
took that small gift and feed thousands. Are we as obedient as that young
boy?

Least of These Projects meet the physical and spiritual needs of some of the
most vulnerable people in the world. You can partner with nationals that we
know and trust to offer hope in the midst of hopelessness with a one-time
donation or a recurring gift.

Armenia - Assist refugees from the war, help church planters ($200 per
month), or provide funds for building materials for a new seminary or
church buildings.

Ukraine - Roma (gypsy) adults travel to other countries for work, but those
opportunities disappeared during the pandemic. As a result, children are
becoming even more malnourished. At a food kitchen, we sponsor, $850

a month feeds 200 children and employs four women from the camp who
prepare the meals.

South Africa - Help build a “Baby House” that will offer a home to infants
abandoned beside the road, dumped in garbage cans, or thrown in rivers.
Also, build cottages that will give toddlers not chosen for adoption a place to
call home.

Cuba - Provide food for families struggling in the wake of Covid-19,
purchase a water purification unit ($700) to offer clean water for a
community, or help build a new seminary.

Haiti- Sponsor an elementary school student for $30 per month or purchase
a handmade ink pen (contact Paul Langston for information). Help Alpha
Omega Medical Clinic treat patients who cannot afford medical service or
support an orphanage offering hope to 21 children.

Hungary - In Roma Gypsy camps, a church building often serves as the only
gathering place. Roma volunteers built two churches during the pandemic
with funds donated through Baptists on Mission. Any gift can offer hope to
an entire village.

Kenya — Build a house for a widow or disabled woman for $400. Each house
will host a 12-week Bible study, many of which become new church plants.

Africa - Sponsor a church planter through Africa for Christ for $200 per
month, decreasing each year over five years. These church planters are
serving in seven countries in Africa.

Gaza - Sponsor a child at Gaza Lighthouse School for $40 per month,
including uniforms, lunch, teacher salaries, supplies, and transportation.

Mission for Discipleship: Hungary 2020-21

“Don’t waste your retirement!” That challenge loomed large in my heart for the last years of my full-time Christian school
administration career. Determined that I would not spend my twilight years putzing around in lazy self-interest, I prayed
for God to open doors of ministry opportunity that would allow me to continue to use my forty-plus years of experience.

Shortly after joining our “retirement” church, Fairview Baptist in Apex, NC, during a church dinner, I just “happened” to
sit next to Teresa Jones, Roma Project Coordinator for Baptists on Mission (BOM). She knew my background and explained
that one of the budding ministry projects was working with educational leaders in Hungary, helping them implement
programs to foster spiritual growth among their public-school students and families. To my amazement, I discovered that
the governmental leadership of that former atheistic country (communist until 1989) has been encouraging the integration
of Bible instruction in the schools to foster spiritual and ethical growth in their citizenry.

After explaining the general idea of that project, Teresa said, “Would you be interested in helping with this effort?” Wow!
What an answer to prayer!

During the winter of 2019-20, I worked with a team to develop a training program to support and encourage Christians
working in several Hungarian schools. The key to that plan was a series of three trips to Hungary in 2020. We were all set to
embark on the first trip at the end of March... then Covid-19 hit.

When it became apparent that the crisis would linger and prevent on-site visits, we developed a plan to provide support
via three series of regular online sessions with our Hungarian fellow believers. The strategy called for (1) identifying and
inviting Hungarian school leaders from each community where NC churches had previously ministered, (2) creating
small teams (2-3) of Americans to work with them, (3) creating short training videos presented by us using interpreters, (4)
scheduling online Zoom sessions by the community for discussion of those videos, and (5) giving our Hungarian partners
a chance to lead a model discipleship group.

During those sessions, I got to know my Hungarian partners quite well, even though we only met online weekly and
worked through an interpreter. I was impressed by their desire to engage with the material, learn, and put it into practice.
Along the way, we were able to weep with them and pray over the intensity of the Covid-19 crisis they were experiencing in
Hungary. Prayer was always a high point in each session.

In May of this year, we had a large online debriefing meeting of everyone in our NC churches who had participated. I was
overwhelmed with the reports. There was clearly spiritual growth evident among our friends. Many reports of maturing
believers were able and eager to begin discipling their students and friends. Alicia,
our on-site missionary, was especially encouraging as she told of a similar online
debrief the previous week among the Hungarian participants.

I am humbled at how our gracious God takes the ashes of earthly disasters and
makes beauty happen. When we put this online training plan together, I was not
convinced that we would accomplish much. However, our Lord has taught me that
he can take our feeblest efforts and multiply them. I see now in retrospect that we
had far more contact on a more frequent basis by using technology than we would
have had with three trips. We also learned that technology will serve us well in the
future, even as travel resumes. I am praying that this opportunity remains available
to us for a long time. A wide door for effective work has opened for us there (1 Cor.
16:9).

Door of Hope Village
Bringing Hope to the Hopeless

Abandoned and left to die. Berea Baptist Mission Church made a hole in their wall and installed a ‘Baby Box’
allowing mothers to leave their babies any time, day or night, and since then over 1750 children have been
rescued. The moment a baby is placed in the box, care workers receive an electronic alert, the baby is taken in,
and the anonymity of the “donor” is ensured. News has spread and other babies have been brought in person by
their mothers or have come through police, community members, hospitals, or clinics. Door of Hope now has
66 babies under their care.

Baptists on Mission has walked alongside Door of Hope since the beginning and is now helping build Door of
Hope Village. The Village will offer children not chosen for adoption by a “forever family” a place to call home.
Over the next several years, dozens of cottages and other facilities needed to create a functioning community
will be built. You can help offer hope for the future to thousands of children by participating in this partner-
ship.

You and your church can offer help by:

Praying - The process of rezoning the property of Door of Hope Village from agricultural use to allow con-
struction of nearly 100 cottages has taken years and is almost complete! We anticipate receiving final approval
in 2022 to build several new cottages, each providing a home for 6-8 children. Pray for the children who will be
served, many more teams to volunteer, and funds to build the new cottages and replace the oldest Baby House.

Giving - Each cottage costs approximately $35,000 to build. With thousands of us contributing a few dollars
each month, we could quickly complete Door of Hope Village. You can also sponsor a child by providing all
their food needs for $100 per month. In addition, the oldest Baby House that offers care to the rescued infants
needs to be replaced and enlarged.

Going - A team from your church can help turn hope into reality. A normal trip is 10-12 days. You will make
concrete blocks for new homes, build cottages for abandoned children to call home, work on the property of
Door of Hope Village, and worship with a local church. Teams can also choose to extend their trip to work with
Pastor Musa, a Zulu church planter in the Winterton area.

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Health Screening Ministry
Left in the Lord’s Hands

What a great privilege to be a part of Baptists on Mission! Recently our church was part of something very special. A church
member named Bob approached me about the opportunity to bring the Baptists on Mission medical bus to our city. The bus
would provide free health screenings for people and give us a chance to minister to them in the name of Jesus Christ. Bob
had worked with the bus before and asked what I thought about bringing it to Littleton, NC.

My first thought was that we could not get it to come here. We are a small city of a little less than 1,000 people. Although we
are surrounded by a sprawling lake population, the city proper has struggled with few job opportunities and many low-
income residents. Our church runs a bus ministry, food pantry, and once-a-month hot food distribution to 150 people. We
are constantly praying about ways to reach our city with the gospel of Jesus Christ.

We needed some volunteers and got them quickly. Several retired nurses are in our church, and they gladly volunteered
to help. We gathered different hygiene materials like toothpaste, soap, hand sanitizer, etc., to place in a care bag with our
church’s name on it to hand to each visitor. We also purchased several Bibles and gospel tracts to hand out.

In the weeks prior to the event, we spread flyers throughout the neighborhood to let everyone know what was happening. We
even went door to door in some of our most desperate areas. We prayed and left it in the Lord’s hands.

We decided on a spot in the middle of town to set up the bus. Things started out a little slow on the day of the clinic, but we
soon noticed people setting up art, craft, and food booths in the parking lot adjacent to the bus. We did not know it, but a
traveling market showed up the same day as our medical bus ministry! This brought us many more people than we had if it
was just us. They even brought a DJ that blasted music for the whole city to hear! God provided the best possible scenario to
attract people that we didn’t even expect!

We were able to minister to many people that day by sharing the gospel, praying, and being the hands and feet of Jesus. We
were even able to share our bags with some of the vendors. It was a real blessing to see our church members come together
with the Baptists on Mission Health Screening Ministry to reach a city that not many people would give much hope for
spiritually or economically.

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APPALACHIAN COALFIELDS MINISTRY
ACO 2021 - An Amazing Act of God!

The Appalachian Christmas Outreach has become one of the most popular and effective ministry opportunities available
to North Carolina Baptists. Part of the reason for this is that it is something that every church, Sunday School class, or
missions group can easily take part in. Another reason is that the ministry area is close — no more than a day’s drive from
anywhere in our state. But the most important reason is that it is effective. The Appalachian region is one of the poorest
areas in our nation. Many families are struggling because of jobs and other societal factors. Christmastime is especial-

ly hard. The backpacks provided by Appalachian Christmas Outreach help give parents a way to see that their children
receive a meaningful gift, something that might otherwise not happen. The packs are loaded with practical and fun items
designed for specific ages. The act of giving in Christ’s name, along with an enclosed Bible and flyer explaining the true
meaning of Christmas, has the potential to endow this gift with eternal purpose.

Over the years, the number of backpacks given by North Carolina Baptists had grown annually. By 2019, the numbers had
grown to over 17,500. Plans were well underway for 2020 - then COVID struck. As all international and many national
mission trips were canceled, much prayer went into deciding whether or not to try and do the backpack collection or not.
Finally, the decision was made to continue — and did God ever bless! Despite the pandemic, more than 16,400 backpacks
were collected, filled, and delivered to Appalachian children in 2020! 2021 picked right back up to “normal.” North Caro-
lina Baptists have collected (as of the writing of this article) over 18,600 backpacks, well over the statewide goad of 18,000.
Praise the Lord! Evangelistic events are happening all over the Appalachian region, and families are being ministered to.

Our statewide goal for 2022 is 19,000 backpacks. We would love for you and your church to share in the blessing. Here are
some ways your church can help:

1) COLLECT BACKPACKS AND TAKE THEM TO THE NEAREST COLLECTION SITE. Statewide collection
in 2022 will take place Saturday, November 5, at 30+ sites across the state. You can access information on what items to
collect and how to pack them from the NCBM website at www.baptistsonmission.org/aco. Please follow the directions
carefully. We want to make sure all backpacks are complete. Pack them as if your own child or grandchild were receiving
them. Please make sure each pack has a nice children’s or youth Bible in it.

2) BE A COLLECTION SITE FOR YOUR AREA Our goal is to have regional collection sites all across the state.

In many areas, we are covered. However, we still need collection sites in some parts of the state. Collection sites need to
have a few volunteers ready to meet and assist those who might bring backpacks on Saturday, November 5, from 9:00 am
until noon. Backpacks will need to be stored in an enclosed trailer or a box truck - or in a place within the church until
they can be transported. The collection site will need to transport the backpacks (driver and two helpers for unloading) to
either Shelby Mission Camp or Red Springs Mission Camp on Friday, November 11, arriving between 10 and 2.

3) DELIVER BACKPACKS TO NEEDED AREAS. Often, ministry areas do not plan to do an event but still need
backpacks for distribution. Therefore, we have a great need for those who would be willing to help get the backpacks to
areas required by providing a box truck/covered trailer and drivers to deliver the packs.

The Volunteer Mission House in
PENNSYLVANIA

One of the biggest challenges national mission teams face is answering the question, “Where are we going to stay?” While
most teams are flexible enough and more than willing to sleep on the floor of the host church, it is nice to have a real bed
to sleep in after a long day of mission work! Teams serving in Baptists on Mission’s partner state of Pennsylvania have the
wonderful opportunity of reserving space at the Volunteer Mission House in Harrisburg. The house is owned and operat-
ed by the Baptist Recourse Network of Pennsylvania/South Jersey. It plays a key part in mission work in the Northeastern
part of our nation. The house provides strategic lodging for missionaries, pastors, and mission teams serving in Penn-
sylvania. It also is a convenient halfway stopover for teams traveling to — or returning from — our partner area of New
England.

Baptist on Mission On-Site Coordinators Dewey and Kathie Aiken have led multiple teams to renovate the mission house.
This has become a labor of love for them. “The work has been hard, but very rewarding, especially since it serves as such
an important ministry tool,” says Dewey Aiken. The house, constructed in the early 1960s, was certainly functional for
mission teams before its renovation. Now, it is also really nice. Dewey adds, “It’s is like going from a Motel 6 to a Hampton
Inn”. The Mission House includes four bedrooms and two baths upstairs, two bedrooms, a full kitchen and dining room,

a living room, a large gathering room on the main floor, two bedrooms, a bunk room, and two bathrooms downstairs. In
all, it has bed space for twenty-six people. Every aspect of the house, inside and out, has either been renovated or is slated
for it. Andy Weber, Director of Finance and Operations for the BRN, is delighted with the excellent work that has been
accomplished by the mission teams. “We are so appreciative of the North Carolina/Pennsylvania partnership! Your teams
have been great to work with and have been so helpful to our churches and us”

The renovation of the Mission House is just one of many requests submitted to Baptists on Mission by Pennsylvania lead-
ers every year. Evangelism, outreach events, children’s ministry, and construction needs all can be found on the projects
list.

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Teams Serving Again in
NEW ENGLAND

COVID-19 reduced the number of mission teams serving in New England to only a handful in 2020. However, a nice rebound
occurred in 2021. North Carolina congregations sent teams to conduct Vacation Bible Schools, Sports Camps, Women’s Re-
treats, and various construction and renovation projects. More of the same is on-tap for 2022.

The New England region of our country is richly blessed with natural beauty - from rugged coastline to mountain vistas. Tiny
hamlets, rural farms, and quaint fishing villages give New England charm. Maple syrup, luscious lobster, and vibrant fall foliage
make the New England experience memorable. Comprised of Vermont, New Hampshire, Massachusetts, Connecticut, Rhode
Island, and Maine, the region has a population of over 14 million people. Most New Englanders are hardy people who enjoy
the outdoors and are passionate about their sports teams.

The majority of New Englanders, though, are spiritually lost. Less than 3% of the population attends an evangelical church on
any given weekend. At least 1,000 towns and villages in New England have no evangelical presence of any kind. All six New
England states consistently appear in Gallup’s top 12 list of the “least religious states.” Despite these bleak statistics, God is at
work in New England. People are being discipled and new churches are being planted. God has opened the door for North
Carolina Baptists to play a part. Check out what He is doing and pray about you and your church joining in!

North Carolina mission teams have seen God do incredible things in New England over the years. New Englanders are proud
of their history and like to see old church buildings get a new facelift in their towns. Doors of inquiry are opened through the
service of construction/renovation teams. Park parties and sports camps are good ways for congregations to reach out to their
communities. These gatherings, led by mission teams, allow local pastors and church planters to mingle and meet new folk.
Teams in Maine participate in “retail evangelism,” reaching out to local shop owners and employees. Shop-to-shop visitation
with gift bags open the door to prayer, witnessing, and inviting people to the local gathering of believers.

Back to the Mountains!

In the Covid-19 year of 2020, the Rocky Mountain Work & Witness ministry provided one of the lone bright spots for na-
tional missions involvement. Eleven construction teams braved the pandemic despite a July start one month later than usual.
They traveled to Thompson Falls, Montana, to assist Rev. Jeft Phillips and the congregation in constructing a beautiful and
much-needed new sanctuary. That strategic facility has already been a blessing to the small mountain town and surrounding
area. In 2021, BOM teams once again made the trek to Montana. This time, St. Regis, another small mountain town. Those
teams assisted New Day Fellowship in St. Regis, Montana, building a two thousand square foot parsonage. The congregation
is one of few evangelical churches along the I-90 corridor between Missoula and the Idaho border. Housing in the area is
both sparse and very expensive, making it difficult for the congregation to offer a pastor a living wage. However, the build-
ing of this parsonage shows the community that this growing church is committed and here to stay. Pastor Morris Hill is
delighted with the work Baptists on Mission teams did in constructing this beautiful home.

Another place near and dear to North Carolina Baptist’s hearts is Mountaintop Baptist Assembly in Casper, Wyoming. Un-
fortunately, like most Baptist camps across the nation, 2020 saw a suspension of summer activities due to COVID. It almost
broke camp director Lynda Roark’ heart to call the BOM office and cancel the teams who were scheduled to come. But, that
is all in the past now! Once again, Baptists on Mission provided all the cook teams needed for each camp week during the
summer of 2021. The work is hard, the days are long, but the blessings are plentiful. That is why we see many teams repeat
year after year. However, there is usually an opening for “new blood” each year. Wed love to see you and your team take up
this rewarding task in 2022!

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Mission Activity Picking Up in
ALASKA

Eleven mission teams served in Alaska in the summer of 2021. From Wasilla to Kenai, the teams did a variety of projects.
For example, a talented team of students and adults from Pitts Baptist in Concord spent a week in Wasilla, ministering in
local parks. Their outreach included puppet shows, innovative skits that powerfully conveyed the Gospel message, and
other activities for local children. They served in one park in the morning and then shifted locations for afternoon activi-
ties. The group of high school seniors had prepared all year for the time of service, and it showed. Church leaders Robbie
Jones and Kevin Knight were aided by parents to make a very effective team. Each day, while the team was ministering to
children in the parks, their host pastor was “making the rounds” He was

talking with parents and adults about their church’s ministry, praying with them, and making contacts.

South Oak Ridge Baptist in Yadkinville, NC, led by pastor Chris Hauser, took a team of 60 volunteers to serve in Kenai,
Alaska. The multi-generational team conducted a Vacation Bible School for the week, seeing many neighborhood chil-
dren attend. The Gospel was shared in many creative ways. Others on the team completely renovated a house owned by
the church. Formerly the parsonage, this house will be used for emergency women’s housing ministry. Upon first seeing
the project on Sunday after church, some expressed doubt that the project could be completed because of the vast scope
of work to be done. However, God had other plans! The team worked hard all week, and by Friday, the house was truly
transformed!

Both teams were a blessing to the communities they served, and both were blessed by the connections they made and by
the realization that God had used them in mighty ways! Other teams served similarly during the summer.

Known as the Last Frontier, our 49th state is alive with adventure - rough, rugged, and beautiful. Alaska is populated by
hardy, independent folk.
